REGULATIONS FOR THE PREPARATION OF DOGS FOR EXHIBITION F(B)

1. These Regulations must be observed when a dog is prepared for exhibition and/or exhibited at any
Kennel Club Licensed event. Objections may be referred to the General Committee for disciplinary action
under these Show Regulations and/or for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rule A42.

(a) Adog found to have been exhibited in breach of these Regulations will automatically be disqualified
from exhibition at the show and from any award gained thereat.

(b) Unless the exhibitor provides a satisfactory explanation for the dog being exhibited in breach of these
Regulations then he/she may be subject to further penalties of either a fine or as listed under Rule
A42.

2. (a) No substance which alters the natural colour, texture or body of the coat may be present in the dog’s
coat for any purpose at any time during the show. No substance which alters the natural colour of
any external part of the dog may be present on the dog for any purpose at any time during the show.

(b) Any other substance (other than water) which may be used in the preparation of a dog for exhibition
must not be allowed to remain in the coat or on any other part ofthe dog at the time of exhibition.

3. No act or operation which alters the natural conformation of a dog or any part thereof
may be performed except:-

(a) Operations certified to the satisfaction of the General Committee.

(b) The removal of dewclaws of any breed.

(c) Operations to prevent breeding provided that such operations are notified to the Kennel Club before
neutered dogs are shown.

Nor must anything be done calculated in the opinion of the General Committee to deceive.

4. The General Committee without previous notice may order an examination of any dog at any Show. Any
examination thus ordered will be made by a person having executive authority who shall have a written
directive from the Kennel Club in their possession. Samples may be taken for further examination and
analysis.

5. Anindividual has the right to lodge an objection to a dog only if he/she is the owner or handler of a dog
competing in the same breed or class. An objection may however, be lodged by an official of the Show
or by anyone so deputed by the Kennel Club. It will be the responsibility of the individual who lodges the
objection or the official (as appropriate) to substantiate the grounds for the objection. The Kennel Club
will substantiate the grounds for an objection made on its behalf.

6. Any objection by an individual related to an infringement of these Regulations must be made in writing
to the Show Secretary at his/her office before the close of the Show and the individual must produce
evidence of identity at the time of lodging the complaint.

DEFINITIONS OF CLASSES

(the word “dog” includes both sexes)

In the following definitions, a Challenge Certificate includes any Show award that counts towards the
title of Champion under the Rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club. Wins at
Championship Shows in breed classes where Challenge Certificates are not on offer shall be counted
as wins at Open Shows. In the case of a dog owned in partnership and entered in Members’ classes or
competing for Members’ Specials each partner must at the time of entry be a member of the Society. In
estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including the seventh day before the date of
closing of postal entries shall be counted when entering for any class i.e. Saturday 26th June 2021. Wins
in Variety classes do not count for entry in Breed classes but when entering in Variety classes, wins in both
Breed and Variety classes must be counted. A first prize does not include a Special Prize of whatever value.
If an exhibitor reports before the judging of a class or classes that a dog has been entered which is ineligible,
the exhibitor may choose one of the following options:-
(1) Withdrawal

The dog may be withdrawn from competition subject to the conditions of Regulation F.(1).19.
(2) Transfer

a) If a dog is ineligible for a class or classes as regards its colour, sex, weight or height the Show
Secretary shall transfer it to the equivalent class or classes for the correct colour, sex, weight or
height and, in the event of there being no equivalent class, Minor Puppy and Puppy excepted to the
Open class for the correct colour, sex, weight or height.

b) For an exhibit entered incorrectly in a Minor Puppy Class, Puppy Class or Junior Class, which is
over age but under twelve calendar months of age, eighteen calendar months of age or 24 calendar
months of age respectively, the Show Secretary shall transfer the exhibit to the Puppy Class, Junior
Class or Yearling Class respectively for the correct colour, sex, weight or height and in the event of
there being no Puppy, Junior or Yearling Class to the Open Class for the correct colour, sex, weight
or height.

c) For any reason other than the above, the Show Secretary shall transfer It to the Open Class for the
correct colour, sex, weight or height.

d) If an exhibit arrives late and misses a class, even if it is the only class in which the dog is entered, the
dog may not be transferred to any other class.

MINOR PUPPY: For dogs of six and not exceeding nine calendar months of age on the day of the Show.
PUPPY: For dogs of six and not exceeding twelve calendar months of age on the day of the Show.
JUNIOR: For dogs of six and not exceeding eighteen calendar months of age on the day of the Show.

YEARLING —For dogs of twelve and not exceeding twenty four calendar months of age on the first day of
the Show.

NOVICE: For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate/CACIB/CAC/Green Star or three or more First
Prizes at Open and Championship Shows (Minor Puppy, Special Minor Puppy, Puppy and Special Puppy
classes excepted, whether restricted or not).

POST GRADUATE: For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate/CACIB/CAC/Green Star or five
or more First Prizes at Championship Shows in Post Graduate, Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open
classes, whether restricted or not where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

MID LIMIT: For dogs which have not become show Champions under Kennel Club Regulations or under the
rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club or won 3 or more CC/CACIB/CAC/Green
Stars or won five or more First Prizes in all at Championship Shows in Mid Limit, Limit or Open Classes,
confined to the breed, whether restricted or not, at shows where Challenge Certificates were offered for
the Breed.

LIMIT: For dogs which have not become show Champions under Kennel Club Regulations or under the rules
of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club or won 3 or more CACIB/CAC/Green Stars or won
7 or more First Prizes in all at Championship Shows in Limit or Open classes, confined to the breed,
whether restricted or not, at Shows where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

OPEN: For all dogs of the breeds for which the class is provided and eligible for entry at the Show.
VETERAN: For dogs of not less than seven years of age on the day of the Show.

SPECIAL AWARD CLASSES: To be judged separate from the main show classes. Dogs must be previously
entered in the main show before being entered into a SAC. Wins will not qualify to any awards gained in
the main show classes. There will be no special award issued. (IE: Best of ....). SAC are being scheduled
to assist novice judges with hands-on experience.

CHAMPION: For dogs which have been confirmed a Champion or Show Champion under Kennel Club
Regulations or under the rules of any governing body recognised by the Kennel Club.



» When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle.

17. Anyone whose dog is entered at a Kennel Club licensed event should take all reasonable steps to ensure
the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not put a dog’s health and welfare at risk by any action,
default, omission or otherwise. Breach of Kennel Club Regulations in this respect may be referred to the
Board for disciplinary action under the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations. The use of pinch collars,
electronic shock collars, or prong collars, is not permitted at any show licensed by the Kennel Club. This
shall apply at the venue or within the precincts of the show.

18. Not for Competition: Not for Competition entries will be accepted. Details of each dog so entered must
be recorded on the entry form and must be Kennel Club registered.

19. No modifications will be made to this Schedule except by permission of the Board of the Kennel Club,
which will be followed by advertisement in the Canine Press wherever possible.

20. Remedial action will be taken by the Committee in the event of dogs being found in a distressed condition
in vehicles.

21. Fouling and Grooming Waste. Any person in charge of a dog must remove any faeces and/or grooming
waste immediately. Please use designated areas where bins are provided for the disposal of waste.

22. No animal, other than the exhibits and those visiting for eye testing will be allowed within the precincts of
the Show.

23. The Committee of the E.A.C.A. does not hold itself responsible for any loss or damage to persons, dogs
or property whilst entering or leaving the Venue. Upon this understanding only are Entries received.

24. Parents will be responsible for the behaviour of their children within the precincts of our Show and Events.

25. If acknowledgement of entries is required a stamped self addressed postcard should be enclosed with
entries for the Secretary’s signature.

26. Should any question arise not provided for in these rules, the Committee’s decision is final, subject to
appeal to The Kennel Club.

The Ladnar affix was first granted in 1997 in my husband’s name. In 1999 | then went into partnership with
David and between the two of us we have successfully bred and exhibited Rough Collies for thirty two years.
| first judged Rough Collies in 2003 and awarded CCs in both sexes for the first time in 2019.

Our kennels has had a fair amount of success and probably best known for CH Ladnar Kingfisher and his
mum CH Ladnar Maid Sweet doing the double at Crufts 2009 with the nod going to Kingfisher. | remember
that day as if it was yesterday showing my 10 month old puppy on the big green carpet - a very proud breeder
moment!

We have exported our Collies to Finland, Hungary, France, ltaly, Czech Republic and Australia, many of them
gaining their CH titles & winning top awards.

I have served on Coalville & DCS and Midland Collie Club for a number of years and | am looking forward to
judging the Males and Stakes classes at EACA Championship show 2021.

ULLA BERG-PERSSON (BERMARKS)

| have always been very fond of animals but my parents were not, so | took all the dogs in the neighborhood
for walks. One of these dogs was a Collie bitch that | fell in love with and after getting a summer job aged
15 | bought a tricolour bitch puppy. | joined a working dog club and my bitch, Lady, competed at top level in
tracking. She was a granddaughter of Beaulah Golden Flambeau, one of the leading stud dogs in Sweden
at the time. | mated her later to a dog who was also a grandson of Flambeau. Out of that litter of nine | kept
a dog, Ch Bermarks Arbin and that is how my breeding started. After my A levels | became a teacher. A good
profession for a dog breeder, short working days and long holidays. Out of my fourth litter | kept a tri bitch Ch
Bermarks Black Dido which trained as a police dog. She got her three CC’s, BIS and also her title. To become
a champion in Sweden it’s not enough to get three CCs but you are also forced to compete in working trial at a
very advanced level. That’s why there are very few Swedish champions. In 1959 | imported my first Collie from
England, Ugonys Copper Gleam from Meerhay, a grandson of Ch Liberty of Ladypark. He had success before
coming to Sweden with a CC at Bath championship show. In the 1970’s | bought a Sandiacre bitch mated to
Ch Brilyn Supertramp. In that litter Bermarks Barley Sugar was born, an outstanding bitch winning many CCs.
During this time | became interested in blue merles. To breed beautiful well moving Collies is difficult but to
breed a beautiful clear silvery blue is a challenge.

| have X-rayed my collies for HD and also PRA/CEA examined all my stock since 1975. In Sweden we do not
breed from HD affected Collies and many Collie owners X-ray their dogs. | have been very lucky with both hips
and eyes. | think that soundness and mentality must correspond with the exterior.

At the moment there are two Collies in my kennels, both blue bitches. Apart from breeding Collies, Shelties
have been a part of my life for many years. | am also an international judge for Collies and Shelties and |
have been judging in Norway, Finland, Denmark, England, Ireland, Holland, Germany, Australia, Switzerland,
Russia and of course in Sweden.

I am very much looking forward to judging bitches at the East Anglian Collie Association Show.

JANINE HANSON (JARDS)

| was born and raised in Australia and have lived in England for 21 years. My love of Rough Collies came from
my mum, who has also loved the breed since her childhood.

| received my first Rough Collie from my mum when | was seven years old, she was the love of my life, Twin-
kle; her mother’s name being Star from a breeder that lived in Chullora NSW.

CODE OF ETHICS

Members shall maintain the best possible standards of health and environment for their dogs, not
keeping more than they can properly care for.

Stud Dogs and Brood Bitches shall be in good health and condition, and ideally free from hereditary
defects. Due consideration should be given to type and temperament before breeding a litter.
Members shall strive to eradicate hereditary defects from the breed.

Bitches under the age of 15 months and over the age of 8 years shall not be used for breeding, and
neither shall a bitch be bred from more than twice out of three successive seasons.

Every care shall be taken when selling puppies or older dogs, at home or abroad, ensuring that no
stock is sold to laboratories, pet shops or dealers. Breeders shall also help with the re-homing of a
dog, sold by them, should this become necessary.

Members are required to maintain and pass on to buyers of stock, accurate records of health,
pedigree and registration documentation, as well as advice on feeding, rearing and general care for
the dog.

Members must accept that, like people, dogs grow old and need special care and attention. They must
therefore be prepared to love and care for a dog, for all its life whilst in their ownership.

Where the Best of Breed or Best in Show is a puppy it should automatically be awarded Best Puppy
in Breed and Best Puppy in Show respectively. Where the Reserve Best of Breed or Reserve Best in Show is
a puppy which has only been beaten by an adult dog it should also automatically be Best Puppy in Breed and
Best Puppy in Show respectively. Consequently, selection of Best Puppy in Breed and Best Puppy in Show
must follow the selection of Best of Breed and Best in Show respectively.

Best in Show. The dog declared Best in Show must be selected from those dogs which have been declared

Best of Breed (or Best Any Variety Not Separately Classified). Reserve Best in Show must be selected from

the remaining Best of Breed(s) and the dog/bitch declared by the breed judge to be Reserve Best of Breed to

the dog declared Best in Show.

Exhibits will not be admitted to Best in Show competition after a period of ten minutes has elapsed since the

announcement that exhibits are required for judging, unless they have been unavoidably delayed by previous

judging not completed on time, and then only with the special permission of the Show Management.

Exhibitors must not pick up dogs by their tails and leads when lifting them nor handle a dog in a manner which

causes its feet not to touch the ground when on the move. This is not acceptable. Exhibitors should note that

such practice would constitute harsh handling and reports of such practice will be referred to the Committee

under Kennel Club Show Regulation F11.

All exhibitors must be familiar with Kennel Club Regulation F (Annex B) - Regulations for the Preparation of

Dogs for Exhibition.

All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry

to the show/event can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned

to the exhibitor/competitor.

DOGS IN VEHICLES ON HOT DAYS. Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather and the Kennel

Club offers the following guidance to help guide you through the do’s and don'ts travelling to and whilst at KC

licensed events.

+ When travelling to a show please take a moment to consider whether the route to the show is on a busy
holiday route, and leave earlier to avoid increased time in traffic jams.

« If your vehicle is not air-conditioned seriously consider whether travelling to the show is a good idea at
all.

« The vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken, with lots of
water available to drink.

+ Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight. There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog.

Please note the points below:

1. Tick the box near your name and address on the front of the entry form if
you do NOT want your ADDRESS to appear in the catalogue. Your name
will still be printed above your dog records as normal.
